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NAME CHANGE
Fort Lee, a Hunt Military Community, located in Richmond, 
Virginia, will soon be renamed. This large base of over 1500 
military homes is one of several Army bases undergoing a name 
change. E�ective April 27, 2023, Fort Lee will be renamed Fort 
Gregg-Adams. The new name honors Lt. Gen Arthur Gregg and 
Lt. Col Charity Adams. Gregg was a key �gure in the integration 
of black soldiers into the Army. Adams was one of the 

highest-ranking female soldiers in World War II. Other Army 
bases receiving name changes include Fort Benning-Fort 
Moore; Fort Bragg-Fort Liberty; Fort Gordon-Fort Eisenhower; 
Fort A.P.Hill-Fort Walker; Fort Hood- Fort Cavazos; Fort Pickett- 
Fort Barfoot; Fort Polk- Fort Johnson; and  Fort Rucker- Fort 
Novosel. 
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COMMUNITY DIRECTOR’S NOTE
We are now entering PCS season. Remember, we need to know when you 
are planning to leave us; whether you are PCSing, retiring, or otherwise 
separating from service. A Notice to Vacate is a lease requirement.

• Shaw Family Housing requires a Notice to Vacate (NTV) of at least (30) 
days prior to departing from the home.

• To the best of your ability, please have a final date for departure in 
mind, copy of your orders if you are PCSing, Separating, or Retiring, 
and prior engagement with TMO is highly encouraged.

COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENTS
As Spring unfolds, please be aware that keeping grass within your fence 
and maintaining your mulch beds is a responsibility agreed to in your 
lease. Keeping your grass trimmed also prevents insects, rodents, and 
other wildlife from taking up residence in your yard and home. 

Repairs are ongoing at our neighborhood playgrounds. If your 
playground needs a repair, please let us know!

A Terminix service is an amenity a�orded to our residents quarterly. 
Please take advantage of this great way to prevent insects from invading 
your home. Every 3 months, simply submit a routine work order in your 
app for pest control. South Carolina Spring can be an active time for 
growth and nature, and Shaw AFB is no di�erent. The better care you take 
now, the less headache you will have to deal with later.

MAINTENANCE DIRECTOR’S NOTE
As we enter the spring months, please know that we are still experiencing 
some back-order issues with certain parts and appliances. We appreciate 
your patience as we continue to work to acquire the best for our 
residents. As soon as parts and appliances arrive, we will reach out to you 
to get those items �xed or replaced.

Also, please remember that emergency work orders MUST be called into 
our o�ce. We encourage you to submit your routine work orders via our 
mobile app, but urgent and emergency work orders must be called into 
our o�ces so they may be given the appropriate attention in a timely 
manner. If submitted via the app, we will not appropriately be alerted to 
the gravity of the issue, and it could delay our response to assist you.
